1. Go to htttps://www.pure.ed.ac.uk/ and log-in with your EASE account.
2. Click on the Green ‘Add new’ button on the top right and select ‘Doctoral Thesis’ for a PhD,
or ‘Masters Thesis’ for MScR or MPhil.
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3. The record should be auto-populated with most of your thesis award information. Please
check for completeness, and add in the title of your thesis in the appropriate box.
4. Upload your electronic thesis files by clicking on the ‘Add document’ button.
